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1. PURPOSE. This circular provides updated informtion and guidance to
aircraft owner s/ operators and mai nt enance personnel concerning nmechani cal work
performed on U S -registered aircraft by Canadian mai ntenance personnel and
Canadian aircraft by US. maintenance personnel.

2. CANCELIATION. Advisory Circul ar 43-10 dated January 26, 1976, i s cancel ed.

3 REFERENCES. Federal Aviation Regul ations (FARs) Part 91, Subpart C;
Part 43, Section 43.17; and Canadi an M ni stry of Transport, Engineeringand

4  BACKGROUND. U S. and Canadian aircraft owners/oPerators frequently have the
need for maintenance to be performed on their aircraft by maintenance persons of
the other country. Civil aviation authorities have recognized the performnce
of maintenance, repair, and alteration to aircraft of Canadian or United States
registry by certificated and appropriately rated maintenance persons of the

ot her country.

5. MECHAN CAL worRK PERFORMED ON U.S. Al RCRAFT I N CANADA. FAR 91, Subpart c,
requires owners/operators to have their aircraft maintained in an airworthy
condition. Part 43, Section 43.17, Mechani cal work performed on U. S. -regis-
tered aircraft by certain Canadi an persons, permts work functions to be
performed on U. S aircraft by the follow ng Canadian persons: an Aircraft

Mai nt enance Engi neer (AME) hol ding a val id mechani ¢ certificate and appropriate
ratings, or a person who is an authorized enployee (Approved Inspector)

perform ng work for a company whose Systemof quality control for the I nspection
and maintenance of aircraft has been approved by the Canadian Mnistry of
T(ansp?rt . These persons may performthe follow ng fun& ons on U S. -registered
aircraft:

a. Perform maintenance, preventive maintenance, and alterations if done in
accordance with the performance rules of Section 43.13 and mai ntenance record
entries are made in accordance with Section 43.9.

b. Except for an annual inspection, perform any inspection required by
Section 91.169, i f the inspection is done in accordance with Section 43.15 and
the maintenance record entries are made in accordance with Section 43.11.

c. Approve (certify) maintenance, preventive maintenance, and alterations;
however, an AME nmay not approve a major repair or nmajor alteration for return to
service. A Canadian Mnistry of Transport A rworthiness Inspector or an
aut horized enpl oyee performng work for a company approved by the Canadi an
Mnistry of Transport may-approve (certify) this work for return to service,
provided that technical data used to acconplish mjor repairs or major
alterations is approved by the FAA Administrator.

6  MECHANICAL WORK PERFORMED ON CANADIAN AIRCRAFT IN THE U.S. The Canadi an
requirenents for approval for return to service of their aircraft in the US.
are clonta| ned in the following excerpts from their Engineering and Inspection
Manual .

- "2.15.2 Mnor nodification (alterations) as defined in the U S Federal
Aviation Regulations (FAR), and periodic routine maintenance shall be completed
and documented i n accordance with the requi rements of FAR 43,

2.15.3 Data relating to major nodifications (alterations) shall be
approved either by the por, or in the case of an aircraft manufactured in the
u.S. bg the issue of an FAA Suppl emental Type Certificate. These modifications
shal| be certified (approved for return to service) in accordance with the
requirements of FAR 43, by a FAA Flight Standards |nspector or by an authorized
enpl oyee of an appropriately rated Certificated Repair Station.

2 .15.4 Repairs shall be certified in accordance with the requirements of
FAR 43 by persons appropriately rated and authorized by the Administrator of the
FAA.  For the purpose of this requirement an engine overhaul shall be deened to
be a Major Repair.

2 .15.5 On return of an aircraft to Canada fol |l ow ng overhaul, major repair,
or major modification, DOT Form26-0023 shall be completed and a copy f orwar ded
to the appropriate Regional Ofice together with a copy of FAA Form 337 or
equivalent certification docunent."

7 CANADIAN ENGINES OVERHAULED BY U.S. REPAI R AGENCI ES. The fol | owi ng
requirements for Canadian engines are contained In an excerpt fromtherr
Engi neering and Inspection Mnual.

"4.1 ENG NES - OVERHAUL STANDARDS

4.1.1 Engines nust be overhauled in accordance with the follow ng:

a. the manufacturer's recommendations as to tol erances and
procedures are to be followed;

b. pacts from the engine being overhaul ed which are serviceable or
are W thin reconditioning tol erances nust be replaced (reinstalled) in that
particular engine, the practice of pooling parts is not permtted;

c. Al replacement parts nust be either:

(i) new, wth documentary proof of conpliance with the standards
for the new type, or

(i1) used parts fromother engines, if subjected to a close
I nspection for condition, are within the manufacturer's recommended tol erances
and have a known history as to the engine model and the total nunber of hours in
service at the tine of installation in the overhauled engine, the details of
whichnmust be recorded in the engine log or overhaul data sheet:

d. all replacenents for "lifed" parts must be new;

. ~e. mtched parts (wherever components of an assenbly are not
avail abl e individually from the manufacturer) nust be replaced as an assenbly:

f magnetos and carburetors of fuel injectors must be overhaul ed
and tested with the overhaul ed engine;

e g. the overhaul ed engine must be run in and tested before being
certified,

h. the log entry shall include details of the overhaul, a list of
all parts replaced, nodifications incorporated, and a record of the run-in
StI"
